SWIMMING POLICIES FOR YOUTH 

 

Youth are welcome to attend various pool activities.  Use these guidelines to ensure everyone is swimming 

safely.  

 

●​ Children aged 12 and up can participate in Open Swim without a parent or guardian on-site.  All 

children aged 11 and under must have a parent or guardian on the pool deck.  

○​ If a child cannot swim at least the width of the pool they must stay in the shallow end.  

○​ Non-swimmers under 52 inches tall and anyone who is using a flotation aid (not provided) 

must have a parent or guardian in the water with them.  Parents or guardians should always 

be within arms reach of a non-swimmer.  Flotation aids are only allowed in the shallow end.  

○​ Users are welcome to bring their own toys to our facility.  Toys should be used in the shallow 

end only. 

●​ Youth can participate in lap swimming so long as they are adhering to proper lap swimming 

etiquette.
